Godõs Work Through Womenõs VBS òOnly the Worldó 
What a wonderful week of Womenõs VBS!  Although the preparation was detailed and in many 

ways exhausting it was all worth it when we saw God encourage and motivate His daughters 

into deeper love and devotion to His Word.  We began with the wonderful concert by Mandisa, 

that many have described as a taste of heaven in our worship time together.  Over 600 people 

gathered together for this awesome concert.  Mandisa shared of Godõs personal challenge to 

her, that this is only the World.  We knew it was an anointed time as God had been laying our 

theme scripture of II Corinthians 4:17 -18 on her heart, although she didnõt even know that was 

our theme scripture.  What a great start to our week.   
 

We continued through the next three evenings with close to 300 people each night being  

encouraged through dynamic worship, drama, dance, mission emphasis, Bible teaching and 

more.   It was wonderful to see God draw women and teen girls from many different places all 

over the peninsula and beyond to join us.  As we considered this theme of òOnly the World,ó 

God challenged us with three questions, 1)òWhat are you looking at?ó  2) òWhere are you  

living?ó  and 3) òHow are you counting?ó .  He challenged us to look beyond this world, live 

where He is on purpose and count this world as nothing compared to knowing Him.   If God  

permits, we hope to be able to publish these three messages that were shared via pod cast on our website soon, so 

be looking for that in the coming days.  
 

The stories of Godõs personal ministry have continued to pour forth, and we are so encouraged to see people coming 

to Christ, sin patterns destroyed, greater love for the Word develop and a hunger to know Him more spring up in many 

hearts.  We praise God for this great work and are excited to see many join us in memorization this fall as a follow up to 

this time at womenõs VBS. 
 

We also praise God that great mission work abroad was also accomplished through this VBS.  

Through our mission offerings we were able to bless a Romanian  mission and a Malaysian mission 

with 1700 dollars each and also send over 100 bags of supplies just for women with each mission 

team to be handed out to desperate women in each country.   God does great things when 

women come together in His name.

Womenõs Ministry in Romania 
Just 6 days ago, we returned from Romania, and as I write this I am still recovering from our trip, still processing all that  

God did and all that He might have for us to do in Romania in the future.   Days after our VBS concluded I boarded the 

plane with 19 others to head to Romania for 16 days of mission work.  This was my first overseas mission trip. We traveled 

to Romania to conduct VBS for gypsy children and also to minister to women during our time in that country.  We 

packed over 150 of the supply bags collected at our womenõs VBS  in extra suitcases to take with us and knew that 

God would use them as a blessing and as a vehicle for ministry.  
 

Entering another culture is a challenge in and of itself, and I was uncertain as to how God might use us.  The first night 

there God began His work as I met a woman named Miha.  We became fast friends, and it 

was obvious to both of us that God had work for us to do together.  Miha has a strong love for 

the Lord and a heart for the women of Romania to live the abundant life in Christ through the 

Word.  She has been praying for God to give her ways to encourage the women there to be in 

the Word, and she is excited about how God might use Established Footsteps to answer her 

prayers.  She plans to be in the USA in October, so I hope many of you will get to meet her.  At 

this time we are praying about how God might join our efforts.  
 

While in Romania our days were full, they were challenging, and they were a blessing as we saw 

God work; there certainly isnõt enough room to write here of all that we saw and experienced!  In 

addition to the VBS times for the gypsy children, we met with other women who have had  

severe struggles in their lives, growing up in government orphanages during communism.  I 

taught, and we shared gift bags with them.   They were so grateful.   
 

We also were able to minister in gypsy villages via Bible teaching, hugs, 

prayers and sharing of gift bags.   There is such a deep need in these places that only the light 

of Christ can change.   It was a humbling thing to hand gifts and the Word to women who are in 

a desperation that you and I may never know.  My heart has been stirred for all of these women 

and I am convinced that Godõs work through EF for the women of Romania has only begun.  

Please join me in prayer that we might be bold  and discerning in following where God leads us 

in the coming days to reach out and share the power of the Word with our sisters in Romania.
